Some classes
came out to visit throughout the day and
others gathered around during recess to hear
me read a favorite poem or a children's
storybook. What a wonderful day of
celebration of some absolutely amazing
reading.

Grade level
winners shared their stories in an assembly
during the school day on Wednesday,
February 22, and many student participants
shared their tales in an Evening of
Storytelling that Friday, February 24.

We have noticed a few parents who
stop by the playground during lunchtime
recess to say hello or to fry to catch their
student fo leave a message, bring a treat, etc.

May we request, to avoid
misperceptions, that you come to the front
office to connect with your student even if it
is during lunchtime recess?

We have some
parents who come fo have school lunch with
their child, fo drop off a birthday treat, to
leave a message about a change of plans after
school, etfc. We can help you with each of
these from the office. That way there is no
misinterpretation of your visit, and students
are not unduly frightened about people
watching them from a vehicle parked at the
edge of the playground. Thank you for your
help in this matter.

If you did not participate in
Kindergarten registration on  Thursday,
February 9™, and have a Kindergarten student
coming to Shelley this coming fall, please
come in to the office right away to complete
that process. Please encourage neighbors and
friends in our community who may not already
be receiving this information to be sure to
register their Kindergarten student at our
office as soon as possible as well.



Shelley families should have recently
received frack placement request forms in
the mail. We will be accepting these at the
front office throughout the month of March.
As each is submitted, it is marked with the
date and time it was fturned in. The placement
process can be quite a challenge as we strive
to create classrooms that are as balanced as
possible—in boy/gir| ratios, range of academic
abilities, behavior or health concerns, and
number of students in a.m. and p.m. tracks.
Please do not assume, if your child is on a
certain track this year, that he or she will be
on the same track next year. Sometimes
changes have to be made to support the need
to maintain these balances. It is therefore
very important that we receive a track
request form from every family that has a
strong track need. We very much appreciate
those parents who are willing to work their
family schedules around the track to which
they are assigned. We do try to keep all
members of any given family together on the
same track unless parents specifically ask us
to do otherwise.

On occasion, we receive a form with a
request for a certain frack, a specific
teacher, and the names of students who
either should or should not be in the same
class as the student. Please understand that
a great deal of thought and consideration goes
into the placement process as we fry to
create balanced classes at each grade level.
In so doing, we are simply not able to grant
every person's wishes. We ask your support
and flexibility in looking for the good and
the opportunity to grow in new ways as you
receive your child's placement assignment
for the coming school year. It will help keep
balance and maximize the teacher’s ability to
create the most positive and effective
learning environment.

You should soon be receiving a white
form in the mail inviting you to submit student
placement information and track requests for
the next school year. Please complete and
return the form to our office no later than
Friday, March 30™.  These forms will be
numbered in the order in which we receive
them in the event we may need to move some
track assignments to balance class loads as we
make student placements for fall. If a
certain track is essential to your family’s
schedule, please get your track requests in
early.
